A. CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT
1. WHOLESALE NURSERY
We have reviewed the referenced Application and have the following comments.
Schools: The proposed use should have no impact on schools.

Utilities: According to maps provided by Larry McElroy of Consolidated Utility District,
there is a six (6) inch water line running paraliel to Rocky Glade Road to service this
property. :

Public Services: The proposed use should create little increased demand on public
Services.

Floodplain; According to the F.E.M.A. maps, the extreme back portion of this property is
located within the flood plain. See the attached map for more information.

Traffic. The proposed use has the potential to generate approximately 63 additional irip
ends daily from this area according to the Institute of Transportation Engineers (ITE)
Trip Generation Manual. The average daily traffic count less than one-half {¥%) of a mile
io the north on Rocky Glade Road is 500 vehicles per day. The average daily traffic
count approximately two (2) miles to the southeast on Rocky Glade Road is 530
vehicles per day. There are no other traffic counts within a one (1) mile radius of the
parcel in question along U.S. Highway 41A. The public and the Pianning Commission
were concerned about the increased traffic the proposal would generate on this
substandard roadway. The change in size of the acreage allowed for the Conditional
Use Permit and the intensity said proposal helped to relieve some of that concern.
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General Comments: The applicants are proposing to open a nursely operation on the
parcel in question with their primary focus to sell to florists, selling products at the
Nashville Farmer's Market and wholesale. Proposed hours of operation are from 8:00
a.m. fo 5:00 p.m. Monday through Saturday with one (1) company vehicle located on
site. The operation weuld utilize an existing 30’ X 60’ (1,800 square feet) building, a
new 30' X 96’ (2,880 square feet) buitding, and a new 12' X 48’ (576 square feet)
building. There would be 2 employees in addition to the owners of the business, 1 full
time and 1 part-time. The applicant proposes to place a 30" X 60" {12.5 square feet)
sign at the roadway. There is a pond located on the property with the applicant
proposing to use it for irrigation purposes. Additionally, the applicant is requesting to be
allowed to seit directly to the general public. The applicant has stated that she will
comply with all state and federal regulationis with regards to green houses and
pesticides. In addition, the applicant has stated that there will be ne more than four (4)
deliveries anpually. These deliveries will be in a box type truck usuaily found in a
furniture delivery operation.

There was opposition fo the request present at both hearings. The Commissioner of the
eighth district was present to voice his opposition to this request. Both the public and
members of the adjoining church property {Rocky Glade Cumbertland Presbyterian
Church) were opposed due to traffic concemns.

The applicant lives on the property in question.

The closest commercially zoned property is located on Hill Road. That property was
zoned to Commercial in September of 1976. Currently there is a Pipe Organ Shop
approved for said commercial property. Other commetcial uses in the general vicinity
are limited to Conditional Use Permits. All properties surrounding the parcel in question
are zoned Residential-15 and are used for boih residential and agricultural purposes.

The property in question is located within the Eaglevilie Urban Growth Boundary.
Eagleville, however, has no land use plan for their growth area.

Recommendation: The Planning Commission recommends Approval (8 for, 6 against) of
this Conditional Use Permit with the following conditions:

Standard Conditions:

. An evergreen vegetation buffer of at least ten (10) feet wide or wood fencing of
at least ten (10) feet high shall be placed on the sides and rear of the zoned area
“to screen the surrounding residential areas. Existing natural vegetation may he
sufficient to satisfy this vegetation buffer requirement subject to the discretion of
the Planning Director. This would not include the vision triangle around any

entrance or exit.

. The parking area shail be to the side or rear of the principal structure ang:i
screened all the way around with low-profile evergreen vegetation reaching &
minimum height of three (3) feet at maturity.

. All off-street parking granted in Article X111, Section 13.03, part C shall be located
on site. No off-street parking shall be allowed with in the front yard setback.

. Facilities far vehicular arcpas to and from the cite ehall ha arrannad tn narmit
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Additional Conditions;

Conditional Use Permit to be allowed only on one and ane-half (1'2) acres of the
parcel in question.

There shall be no sign allowed.

Qutside storage shall be allowed only when the materials are stored where they
can not be seen from any adjoining residentially zoned property or any public
roadway. This outside storage shall be required to be behind a vegetative buffer
reaching a minimum of ten (10) feet in height within three (3) years where the
vegetation is a minimum of four (4} feet in height when planted. The applicant
has the option to screen this ouiside storage by a wood or masenry fencing at
least ten (10) feet in height. This buffer shall be maintained for the life of the
Conditiohal Use Permit.

The owner of the business shall live on site.

Other than the owners, there shall be a limit of two (2) employees total for the
business.

There shall be a limit of one (1) company vehicle locaied on site at any one time.

There shall be no composting or the storage of any type of refuse materials on
site.

There shali be a dedicated on-site area for the loading and unloading of vehicles.
Hours shall be limited to 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Monday through Saturday.
No retail sales to the general public shall be aliowed.

All Federal and State regulations shall be met with regards to spraying and
disposing of any chemicals used in the operation.

There shall be a dedication of a ten (10) foot strip of land for right-of-way 10
Rocky Glade Road.

The Conditional Use Permit shall be reviewed every two (2} years.

Staff, upon receipt of a written complaint, shall automatically review thg
Conditional Use Permit. If the complaint is found to be valid, the per@t‘shail be
brought back before the Rutherford County Regional Planning Commissicn for
review.

‘No building permits shail be issued until the Rutherford County Regtonal

Planning Commission has granted site plan approval.

After investigation of the nature of the proposed Project, the Board has detennined that
its willingniess to issue bonds to assist the Company, or its assignees or designees, in financing
the Project will serve to increase of maintain employment opportunities in the State of Tennessee.
Therefore, it is the belief of the Board that in assisting the financing of the Project, the Board
will be acting in furtherance of the public purposes for winch it was created.

Accordingly, in order to assist the Company or its assignees or designees to acquire,
construct and install the Project, and it order ta carry out the purposes for which the Board was
created, the Board hereby makes the following proposals:

1. The Board will issue its revenue bonds (the "Bonds"), in a principal amount not to
exceed $35,000,000 at one time, or, from time to time, for the purpose of financing the cost of
acquiring, constructing and installing the Project and the cost of issuing the Bonds.

2. The terms of the Bonds (maturity schedule, interest rate, denominations, redemption
provisions, etc.) will be determined by agreement among the Board and the Company.

3. The Board will enter info a trust tndenture with a trustee to be nominated by the
Company and subject to the appraval of the Board, or an agency agreement with an agent to be
nominated by the Company and approved by the Board, or a bond purchase contract with the
purchaser or purchasers of the Bonds, or such other security agreement as may be required. Such
indenture or bond purchase contract will assign the lease, loan agreement and/or installment sale

147(F) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, by ihe County Executive of Rutherford
County, Tennessee, following a public hearing afier giving public notice of such hearing at least
fourteen (14) days in advance thereof, and writfen approval given by the County Attorney of
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Rutherford County, Tennessee, for any and alt documents and instruments relating to the
financing of the Project.

11. The obligation of the Board hereunder shall not be effective until the Board of
Commissioners of Rutherford County shall have by Resolution approved the Board's execution
hereof.
