An Alliance Supporting Destination Rutherford

Motlow State Community College is exploring facility options in Rutherford County to create a
permanent site for the college. Projected growth and concerns in the aftermath of September 1™
are the driving forces behind this initiative,

Currently, Motlow offers day and evening clagses at the Army National Guard Training facility
in Smyrna. Since locating at the Smyrna site, Motlow has experienced dramatic growth. Over
the last two years headcount enroliment has grown by 53% from 372 in fall 2000 to 568 in fall
2002. During this same period, FTE has increased 100% from 192 in fali 2000 to 385 in fall
2002. At this point, the limiting factor has become the size of the National Guard facility.
Without expanded facilities, maximum capacity could be reached as early as fall 2003.

As can be seen, the move to the National Guard site has been very positive. The facilities,
although limited, are excellent and the Guard personnel have been tremendous partners. During
Fall 2001, however, national events caused Motlow to reexamine closely the future long-term
direction of the college as it relates to the National Guard, Smyrna and Rutherford County.

The terrorist attack on September 11" had a rippling effect across the country with serious
implications and consequences. One of those unavoidable consequences made an impact on
the college. During a national state of emergency, the United States Military has the authority
to secure sensitive facilities and military bases. Therefore, for a time, after September 11" the
National Guard site at Smyrna was closed to Motlow personnel and students. We had nowhere
to conduct classes. Potential future events could place Motlow in that position again.

Not being able to conduct classes because of controlled access is a primary concern as we look
to the future in Rutherford County. We find this situation unacceptable. We must be able to
control access in the delivery of instruction and services to our students.

Another area of concern that supports our need for a larger facility is growth itself. Ruthertord

County is one of the fastest growing counties in Tennessee. According to the 2000 census,

the county has grown by 53% since 1990 with a current population of over 182.000. Future

projections ptace the population at 235,000 by 2010 and 275,000 by 2020. Currently, 48,000
or 26% of the population are under 18 years old. Presently, 41% of Motlow’s service area

population resides in Rutherford Couaty. Based on projections, by 2010 that could grow to

between 47% and 50%.

To keep pace and meet the demands of ttns phenomenal growth, Rutherford County has recently
added new K- 12 facilities. Even with this, however, projections by the Rutherford County Board
of Education predict additional growth of approximately 16,000 students over the next ten-year
period.
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As students exit K-12, higher education must be prepared to meet their needs. Rutherford
County, of the five largest counties by popuiation in the state and the most recent area to be
designated as an urban area, is the only one that does not have a major community college
presence to go with a strong 4-year university presence. Shelby County has the University

of Memphis along with Southwest Community College. Hamilton County has the University
of Tennessee at Chattanooga along with Chattanooga State Technical Community College.
Knox County has the University of Tennessee along with Pellissippi State Technical Community
College. Davidson County has Tennessee State University along with Nashville State Technical
Community College. Rutherford County deserves the same. Motlow needs a major facility

to assist, in a collaborative way, both Middle Tennessee State University (MTSU) and the
Tennessce Technology Center (TTC) at Murfreesboro in meeting the educational and training
needs of the citizens of the county. To that end, immediate partnerships could be formed
between the institutions in order {o address the critical shortage of nurses in the area. In
addition, further justification can be found in the Tennessee Higher Education Commission’s
(THEC) Plan of Action for the future of higher education in Tennessee.

THEC’s Plan of Action calls for universities to raise admisgions standards, eliminate associate
degrees and set in place enrellment ceilings. Further, the plan removes state funding at the
university tevel for remedial studies. With an emphasis on shifting students, particularly the
least prepared, from universities into communtty colleges, who will provide this service in
Rutherford County? Where will people tum? Who will serve these students? Clearly, Motlow
has a significant role to play. As stated earlier, 41% of our service area population resides in
Rutherford County. Every year, Motlow ranks in the top three colleges sending transfer students
to MTSU. With a permanent facility, MTSU could expect even more transfers. Rutherford
County needs Motlow as well as MTSU and the TTC.

Motlow State Community College believes in the premise that higher education should be
accessible to every eligible citizen in our eleven county service area. The three-fold mission
statement proposes to serve students who plan to transfer to other colleges and universities, to
serve students in degree and non-degree programs designed to develop immediate job readiness
skills and competencies, and to serve the community through a public service program.

I appreciate the opportunity to address each member of the County
Commnission this evening. My major focus since September has been to
find the most effective and efficient way to help Motlow State
Community College find a permanent home for their North Rutherford
County classes. That is the purpose of my being with you tonight. The
Town of Smyrna is working on a partnership with Motlow State to
provide land and infrastructure for this permanent home. As you ar¢
aware one of the local newspapers has published a.series of articles
focusing on the attempt by Troy State University to locate a campus in
North Rutherford County. Please bear with me as [ relate to all the
events concerning this matter. Troy State officials made an upsolicited
visit to my office in June of this year asking for information concerning
locations where they could lease approximately 2000 feet of office
space. On June 29, 2002, I received a request from Troy State to send to

Troy State a letter of ‘nvitation to locate in Smyra. As I would with
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any community-friendly industrial prospect, I complied with their
request én July 2, 2002. 1 believe the letter was appropriate and would
have been written by any community leader interested in increasing the
quality of life for their community. You have a copy of both letters
before you. This is the last contact of any type I have had with anyone
with Troy State. 1 had no knowledge of their application or approval by
the Tennessee Higher Education Commission. Ihave made no contact
with any state or local official soliciting support for any higher education
facility except for the Motlow State Community College partnership.
Further, the Tennessee Higher Education Commission is the only
governing body that has the authority to grant any higher education
facility the approval to operate in the State of Tennessee. 1did
mentioned in September meetings with Dr. Frank Glass, outgoing
President of Motlow State, of Troy State’s visit to Smyrna. I told Dr.
Sidney McPhee of Troy’s State’s visit also. Dr. Glass also confirmed
that he and Dr. McPhee had subsequent conversations regarding Troy

Qtate. This is the extent of my knowledge and involvement with the

Troy State location.
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My focus and efforts has been and continues to be the securing of a
permanent facility for Motlow State Community Collége in North
Rutherford County. We are asking for financial support from all
Govemment‘bodies in the county and from private corporations,
foundations and individuals to secure the estimated 5 million dollars that
will be needed to construct and equip a 35,000 square foot building on
land currently owned by the Town. The approximately 12 acres of land,
along with utility and roads, would be donated by the Town, contingent
upon final approval by the entire Smyrna Town Council. Smyrna is also
proposing to bond the construction cost of the building providing that
the Tennessee Higher Education Commission agrees {0 a débt-service
lease to cover the bond expenses. At the end of the lease the State of
Tennessee would acquire the building for a nominal transfer fee. This
again is subject to final approval by the Smyrna Town Council.‘ This
Partnership is a win-win-win for Motlow State Community College,
Middle Tennessee State University and all citizens of Rutherford

County. I stand committed to the Motlow State Community College
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facility in Smyrna and will continue to focus my time and energy for the
betterment of the citizens of Smyrna and all of Rutherford County. I ask
